Monthly Commentary

In March, Volta’s Estimated NAV* performance was -0.2%, an encouraging performance given the backdrop of widening spreads in public credit
markets during the month. In contrast to February, the March performance was negatively impacted by the depreciation of the US dollar, which
detracted 0.3% from the monthly return.

In March, mark-to-market performances of Volta’s asset classes were: +0.1% for Bank Balance Sheet Transactions; -0.5% for CLO Equity
tranches; -0.1% for CLO Debt tranches as well as for Cash Corporate Credit deals and +0.6% for ABS.

In March, Volta generated the equivalent of €0.5m in interest and coupons net of repo costs (non-euro amounts translated into euro using end-of-
month cross currency rates).
